By January 2010:

motors, air treatment and water treatment 
equipment) that requires preventative 
maintenance to protect the environment 
and 
n develop appropriate Preventative 
Maintenance programs for that equipment 

By 2012: 
n calculate the carbon footprint of the 
Walker group of companies and set goals
for reduction
